History. RSVP was organized in
Delaware County in 1972 and became 
incorporated in1975. RSVP is a part of 
the federal government Senior Corps
program. Senior Corps is a program of
the Corporation for National and Com-
munity Service, an independent federal
agency created to connect Americans of
all ages andbackgrounds with the oppor-
tunities to give backto their communities
and their nation. RSVP volunteers
serve at 120 non-profit agencies in
Delaware County. Approximately 850
senior volunteers contribute 120,000
hours every year to local non-
profit organizations.
